This situation, therefore, offers an ideal opportunity to upgrade the previous installation (a non ecological/non breathable insulation with absence of draught proof membrane) and achieve a thermally efficient and airtight suspended floor. This will be achieved by retrofitting a system comprising breathable insulation, an airtightness membrane and a vapour control layer (VCL). On top of this would then be installed a wet underfloor heating system, installed within aluminium spreader plates. The floor height would remain at the same height as before.
